
“The Correct Concept of the Triumphant 
Entry” 

Matthew 23: 37-39 
37 "O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, who kills the prophets and 
stones those who are sent to her! How often I wanted to gather 
your children together, the way a hen gathers her chicks under 
her wings, and you were unwilling. 
38 "Behold, your house is being left to you desolate! 
39 "For I say to you, from now on you shall not see Me 
until you say, 'Blessed is He who comes in the name of the 
Lord!'" 
 

• When the Messiah has come, the difference must be 
seen in us!  

 
• "They (those inside praying for the Messiah to come 

had) missed the hour of visitation. He was in town and 
they didn’t even know it."

Verse 2: Some shout Hosanna, but what does that mean? 
Cuz’ the very next day, Barabas they scream!  
Lay down the palms, and have a parade,  
but, what does that mean, if your life stays the same?
